




Arterial “strip” corridors are a widespread, placeless phenomena  



Example of large scale mixed use development
“infilled” into a site facing on wide arterial street: 
Juanita Village - 98th Ave NE, Kirkland



Architecture is well articulated, but…



…the sidewalk is narrow 
relative to corridor 
width…

A mismatch of the street type and 
development type: 



A Multiway Boulevard:
Avenue Daumesnil, Paris



Dwellings are buffered from fast 
traffic by 2 rows of trees and 
slow speed, pedestrian friendly 
environment

This street type supports its fronting development type



Section diagram of multiway boulevard
frontage – slow speed environment on 
the side with curbside parking supports
ground floor uses
